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Rules and regulations
1. General


a. The slam pitch business competition “Smart Move” is organized by the the Educational Association of Athens "Hfaistos” (further named as “Hfaistos”) with the support of the “General Secretariat of Youth” (further named as “GSoY”). The GSoY is involved in the competition by providing financial support through the “Support Youth Initiatives program”. 

b. The competition is governed by the provisions stated in these terms. Participation declares that participants have full knowledge of these terms and accept them and are binded by them. Accordingly, participation declares that participants accept the evaluation methods, criteria and decisions of all the responsible boards, committees and so far, involved in the competition. Participants do not have any other claims against any and all companies, organizations, individuals and anyone else involved in the organizing of the slam pitch competition “Smart Move”.

c. “Hfaistos” has the right to unilaterally change the terms of the competition, cancel it completely, extend or shorten any of the stages of the competition by giving notice through www.hfaistos.eu and other appropriate mediums. Participants cannot pursue any claims against “Hfaistos” and the “General Secretariat of Youth” as a result of the above actions.

2. Objectives

The slam pitch business competition “Smart Move” aims to:

1. empower creativity, 
2. motivate young people to express their ideas, 
3. bring together young people with innovative ideas and mature entrepreneurs,
4. forge young entrepreneurs.
Through this slam pitch business competition, the next generation of entrepreneurs will be inspired. In participating in “Smart Move”, they will acquire the knowledge, skills and network needed to grow innovative, sustainable enterprises.


3. Areas of competition


There are no restrictions regarding the business ideas submitted.

4. Awards of the Slam Pitch Business Competition “Smart Move”

a. The prizes of the competition are:
· The first prize winner will receive 1500 euro

· The second prize winner will receive 1000 euro

· The third prize winner will receive 500 euro

b. The participants with the legal right to claim the award connected with the winning idea, as claimed by the participant must fulfill the following:
· Be citizens of one of the European Union countries and over the age of 18
· Be private individual (or a team of private individuals up to 3 people). 
· Have a legal right to the submitted idea. The legal rights means to have claim to royalties on the submitted application as such and the competition strictly respects the copyrights and protects intellectual property.
· Be present at the final stage of the slam pitch business competition on 17th of December in Athens, Greece

All legal entities are excluded. 
c. In case the award is given to a group, as described above, who all have a legal right to the idea submitted, there will be only one award given and it will be distributed among the members of the team.

5. Establishment and operation of the committees of the competition

b. The Steering Committee is composed of eight (8) members who are:

Any replacement of any member of the Steering Committee will be announced on the www.helmac.eu, www.hfaistos.eu and using other appropriate methods.
The secretary of the Steering Committee is appointed by “Hfaistos”. The Steering Committee is responsible for handling matters related to the overall organization and implementation of the slam pitch competition “Smart Move” according to the rules and regulations as specified by these terms. Its responsibilities also include the investigation of applications received from a formal point of view and to adopt or reject them on procedural grounds.
The Steering Committee is convened by its chairman and is considered to be in quorum when and at least six (6) members are present and take decisions by simple majority of members present. The Steering Committee may meet and via videoconference.
c. The Scientific Committee has four (4) members and is established by “Hfaistos”. The members of this committee are:

Any replacement of any member or addition to the Steering Committee will be announced on the WWW.HELMAC.EU, WWW.HFAISTOS.EU and using other appropriate methods.

The secretary of the Scientific Committee is appointed by “Hfaistos”. The Scientific Committee is convened by its chairman and is considered to be in quorum when and at least four (4) members are present and take decisions by simple majority of members present. The secretary of the Scientific Committee is obliged to keep minutes of meetings which all members present must sign. The Scientific Committee may meet and via videoconference.
The Scientific Committee is responsible for handling matters related to the evaluation process of all submissions (especially in resolving in a uniform manner all issues that may arise). The Scientific Committee of the slam pitch business competition “Smart Move” has the right and is within it’s responsibilities to appoint, if needed, scientists – business experts as evaluators, ensuring that the expertise of each appointed evaluator is appropriate to the theme or business idea submitted and promoted through phase A of the competition as is described by these rules and regulations. It is expressly stated that the Scientific Committee will not choose, as evaluators, physical persons involved in any capacity to any submission in which they have been called upon to evaluate. 

6. Terms and conditions

a. Participation in the competition
· Any citizens of one of the European Union countries over the age of 18
· Private individuals (or a team of private individuals up to 3 people). 
All members of the Honorary, Steering and Scientific Committees of the competition, members of the “Hfaistos”, the management team of INTELEN GROUP and HELMAC CONSULTING are strictly forbidden to participate in the competition.
b. All profit and non profit legal entities, representatives of these legal entities and any other entity which is created based on any legal documents are strictly forbidden.

c. As per declaration of the person submitting the idea, they must have a legal right to the submitted idea. The legal right as far as the competition “Smart Move” is concerned means to have the legal right to claim royalties on the idea submitted. Also it is explicitly stated that all participants must have the right to participate, promote and accept awards from the competition in regard to the submitted application as is stated in these rules and regulations
d. Every person has one right to participate by submitting an innovative business idea with only one application.
7. Submission of application form
a. Applications must be downloaded from the website www.hfaistos.eu, completed and sent to info@hfaistos.eu that will accept all applications no later than 8th of December 2010.
b. Application forms have been created on a question basis so as to contain, the main idea, the special characteristics. It should not be more than 15 pages, including drawings, tables, graphs, is written in Greek or English language, font Arial, size 12, justified and 1.5 line spacing.Vypočuť
c. With the submission of applications form all applicants guarantee, inter alia, that the nomination is submitted legally and in accordance with the conditions of the competition, having received the necessary authorizations, consensus and/or licenses. The participant by submitting an application also states that the submission and its candidate status, use, promotion and award in accordance with these conditions do not breach intellectual or industrial property rights, commercial or industrial secrets or any other rights of third parties, whether natural or legal persons, either at national level or abroad. In addition, the act of submission declares that the legitimate rights, in accordance with the present conditions of the candidate status belonging to him or το the group which he legitimately represents and he accepts the candidate status be legible to the general public and be used for all promotion materials (minutes, brochures, leaflets, etc.), electronic and non-, within the framework and for the purposes of promoting the competition, having received any required consensus and/or licenses.

d. If the information related to the application or idea was already published (fully or partly), or if it was presented at a conference, participants should indicate where and when it was published or presented. Applicant has to submit one copy of the publication or presentation. If there is a guarantee of intellectual or industrial property or any request, it should be noted and submitted as the required evidence. 

e. With regard to the nominations to be promoted to the final stage (oral presentation), in accordance with the following, the participants must provide the previous mentioned under (a) and (b) documents, in electronic form and with any additional documentation which the competent bodies will request in accordance to their judgment, as well as any other supporting documents or document requested by the competent bodies of the competition, in accordance to their judgment, to which and will be provided and/or shows the existence and legality of any required authorizations on the part of the participant to attain candidate status. In the case of a team representative, the candidate will provide any other necessary consensus and/or licenses in the framework and for the purposes of the competition that may be requested by the competent bodies of the competition. More generally, participants recognize that the competent bodies of the competition retain the right, throughout its duration, to request any other document, certificate or declaration any they deem necessary, in the context and for the purposes of and implementation of the competition rules and regulations

All data submitted by participants in the competition will be kept private (see copyright section for further privacy regulations).
“Hfaistos” and the “General Secretariat of Youth” are not responsible for any false or inaccurate statement, concealments or any form of illegal content.
The participants are solely responsible for submitted applications, their accuracy and stated data.
Applications will be received by the Secretariat of the Steering Committee of the competition which will be responsible for registering (by recording the exact date of receipt) and organizing the submitted applications and forwarding them to the Steering Committee to conduct the following evaluation process.
8. Assessment Procedure
The evaluation process will be completed as follows: 

Phase A: Control of standard conditions 

The Organizing Committee shall consider whether the applications received meet the listed conditions 6 (a) - (b) formal requirements for participation in accordance with these terms and will decide to exclude from the evaluation process the applications which do not meet these conditions. In this case minutes of meetings will be created to record the reason the application is rejected. 

Within the responsibilities of the Steering Committee will send notifications, relevantly confidential, by e-mail to all candidates, either they advance to the next phase or not. 

Second Phase: Evaluation 

The evaluation of the candidates who passed the first phase will take place in two stages: (a) the written assessment, and (b) the oral assessment: 

a. Written assessment: The submissions will be evaluated at this stage, based on the written answers of the application form with the following criteria: 

1. The originality and innovativeness of the business idea, based on the internationally accepted definition of originality and innovativeness. 

2. The possibility of the practical application and commercialization of the business idea. 

3. The competitive advantage described. 

4. The contribution to the extroversion of Greek economy. 

5. The contribution of the business idea to the improvement of everyday life and sustainable development. 

The Scientific Committee will appoint two (2) different evaluators who will evaluate each application based on the above criteria. 

All information relating to the application will be sent electronically to each assessor. 
A prerequisite for the applicant to qualify for the next stage is a minimum score of 12 on a 1-20 scale. 

If the degree of divergence between the two assessments is more than three points a third evaluation will be requested by an independent evaluator from the Scientific Committee. The final rating will be the numeric average of the scores of the two separate evaluations or in case there has been a third assessment, the average of the two adjacent scores. Based on the above scores the best candidates will be promoted to the final stages of the competition. 

Applications who will not qualify at this stage will be informed by the Scientific Committee, by means of a confidential letter. 

The applications that will be promoted to the next phase will be invited, by letter to be sent to the participant from the Organizing Committee to sign in person a document containing the information presented in 7 (c) within the prescribed period described in this letter and any other documentation or material required for the promotion of competition according to the following specific provisions of (e.g. video conferences, etc.). The Organizing Committee will review - with the assistance of the Scientific Committee where appropriate - the relevant documents, retaining the right to exclude candidates at its discretion, if the requested documentation or as indicated above promotional materials are not produced or not sufficiently produced. In this case minutes of meetings will be created to record the reason the participant are rejected. Participants rejected due to the previously mentioned reasons will receive a confidential letter care of the Organizing Committee. 

b. Oral assessment: The candidates who qualified during the written evaluation will be invited by letter from the Scientific Committee to participate in the final stage of the competition by providing, upon request, any required supporting material of the application. The oral evaluation will take place during a public ceremony at which above candidates are invited to attend. 

The evaluation will be by oral examination of the candidates before a five-member committee assigned by the Scientific Committee, which will include the evaluators who conducted the written evaluation. If any member of the above committee is unable to attend they will be replaced by another assessor designating by the Scientific Committee. 

Examiners may address questions to each participant in order to clarify specific issues or claims of the applicant. 

The evaluation criteria during the oral examination are the same as the written evaluation but will include the responses of the candidates to the questions of the five member evaluation committee. 

The score at the oral examination will be based on the 1-20 scale which corresponds to the final 65% of the total score. Therefore, the final ranking will be based on the weighted sum scores of the two-stage evaluation (35% written assessment - 65% oral assessment). Applications that receive the three highest scores will be awarded at a special awards ceremony to be held by “Hfaistos”. The announcement of final results will be posted on the website www.hfaistos.eu, and / or any other suitable means (e.g. through the press, etc.).
9. Promotion of the winning participants of the competition
The participants that have passed the stage of the written evaluation, provided that they have produced any documentation / promotional material requested in previous stages, will be promoted to the general public through the implementation of a promotional plan which the candidates will attend and support containing regional and / or other events, any related materials produced such as a description of the campaign, photographic albums, biographical data of candidates, leaflets, brochures, press releases in various media, etc.

• Possible cities for the implementation of regional events: Thessaloniki, Patras, Larissa, Heraklion, Ioannina.

• Venues: Research, cultural centers, universities and other similar.

Duration: Day or evening events.

Contact - view: media, business and professional bodies.

Local mediums: posters, summarized videos, photographic albums, etc.

The candidates who qualified during the written evaluation will attend the oral assessment in accordance with these terms, and the award ceremony. The oral evaluation, the award ceremony and the names of the final winners will be viewed by the media or other communication means chosen by “Hfaistos”.
10. Contact researchers and the business community
The period during which the promotional campaign will be implemented their will be an effort that the participants be introduced to the business and financial community and meeting facilitated between candidates and members of these communities. The photographic album with the nominations will be sent to a selected, by “Hfaistos”, list of recipients during the organization of events and in preparation of the award ceremony and after these events.
11. Time Schedule of Competition
Information related to the timing of the competition will be announced on the website www.hfaistos.eu.
12. Copyright
The participants undertake the responsibility to ensure that they legally concede to “Hfaistos”, a non-exclusive license to display the applicant and their business idea for a period of five (5) years for the purposes of the competition.

Regarding the candidates that will participate during the oral presentation, the license relates to:

i. The ability to print copies of the minutes of the contest and other printed forms or photo albums that will describe the business idea of the applicant and freely distribute these to officials, businessmen, scientists and scientific institutions as well as any other recipient “Hfaistos” decides, both in Greece and abroad .

ii. The presentation of video interviews of the participants and the award ceremony during which the oral evaluation will be conducted in any medium, such as television or general mass media and communications at any time chosen by “Hfaistos”, both in Greece and abroad.

iii. The ability to use all promotional materials, applications and any other competition related material as materials for internal usage during “Hfaistos” functions such as but not limited to events such as seminars, lectures and similar activities.

Moreover, participants in the contest, individuals, retain the copyright on their work, as required by law.

The person submitting the nomination must furnish any document / declaration or consent which may be required by “Hfaistos” to prove the legal permission to display the person’s candidacy as defined immediately above.
13. Storage of copies of applications from the competition
Copies of all applications and any supporting documentation will remain with “Hfaistos” for archival purposes.
14. Notice for the use of personal information / data
a. “Hfaistos” informs that personal data will be processed during the competition of participants and users of the website www.hfaistos.eu, under the terms of this notice and the provisions of Law 2472/1997 on the protection of individuals from treatment Personal Data and the Law 3471/2006 on the protection of personal data and privacy in electronic communications and related decisions, directives and regulations of the Authority for the Protection of Personal Data. In particular, regarding the participants in the contest, “Hfaistos” informs that will process personal data given to the association in accordance with these terms, for the purpose of the proper implementation of the competition as defined in this notice and will maintain, throughout the duration of the contest, all personal data from participants sent either through the website www.hfaistos.eu or in physical form. All personal data collected will be deleted by “Hfaistos” at the end of the competition, except for the personal data which these terms and regulations deem differently. Participants in the contest, and any person whose data are processed as described above, reserve the right to exercise the rights arising mainly from Articles 12 and 13 of Law 2472/1997 (access and objection to Personal data, respectively).
